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MEET TOD

Transportation-Oriented Developments
are your next stop in housing

Paramount Homes is helping in-town
condominium buyers get on track with
four new, not-so-pedestrian develop-
ments located near public transportation.

Sales soon will open for the second
phase at the 60-unit Logan-Station devel-
opment at 2491 N. Milwaukee Avenue in
the Logan Square neighborhood.
Paramount Homes recently broke ground
for the 15-unit Bucktown Station devel-
opment at 1840 N. Winnebago in
Bucktown.

Polk Street Station features the Row
Homes of Printers Row near Dearborn
Station. The development in the Printers’
Row neighborhood is approved and
developer signs just went up. All three
developments are within a short stroll of
CTA el stations.

Paramount Homes also is planning
Grand Station, a 144-unit condominium
and retail development near the CTA's
Grand station at Grand and Milwaukee
in River West.

All four developments have one thing
in common—buyers might not need to
own a car because of the accessibility of
public transportation. Paramount’s com-
muter-friendly series includes a variety
of locations, unit types and price ranges.

“It’'s more important to put accessible
housing next to accessible public trans-
portation than it is blocks and blocks
away, where every block may feel like a
mile,” said Bruce Fogelson, president of
Paramount Homes.

Leading a trend toward transporta-
tion-oriented development, Fogelson also
wants to ensure that buyers enjoy layers
of convenience when it comes to their
commutes, including the following perks:

Handicap accessibility. Easy mobility
for people with physical disabilities, be

they buyers or guests.

Bike stations. State-of-the-art bike
facilities, including air pumps, work-
racks and storage space, will be provided
at all four developments. “We know that
for some people, the bike is as important
as the car,” Fogelson said. “It will include
good locks, good lighting, and good tools
and service.”

Car Sharing. For buyers who don’t
have a car but occasionally need access to
one, Paramount Homes is planning to on-
site provide 1-Go Car-type Sharing servic-
es. I-Go Car Sharing is a Chicago co-op
service with cars that are environmental-
ly sensitive, Fogelson said.

Another perk—Paramount Homes wiill
pay for a CTA pass for the first few
months of condo ownership.

Mindful of volatile gas prices, traffic-
clogged interstates and other commuter
hassles, Paramount chose, “You’d be
home by now,” as a catchy slogan that
underscores the convenience of living at
one of its transportation-oriented devel-
opments, where homeowners can easily
ride CTA trains.

“It's a new twist on the real estate
mantra location, location, location,”
Fogelson said. “But from these locations,
you can get to O’Hare International
Airport and travel the world.”

Here are more details on the four
developments in order of how they are
being marketed by Paramount Homes:

B Bucktown Station. A 15-unit
mixed-use condominium and retail devel-
opment at 1840 N. Winnebago in
Bucktown is planned across the street
from CTA's Blue Line Station at Western
Avenue on the line to O’Hare.

Logan-Station, located near the CTA Blue Line station at Kedzie and Milwaukee, will fea-
ture 4-story contemporary rowhome-style brick buildings with stone detailing.

Five units per floor will be built on a
triangular site. “This is the fourth triangle
site I’ve done, and it’s great to design con-
dominium units that are so much fun and
interesting to live in,” Fogelson said.

Two-bedroom, 2-bedroom plus den,
and 3-bedroom units will have 1,335 to
2,215 square feet of space. Prices start in
the $300,000s and range to the
$400,000s. The project also features all
garage parking and some ground-floor
retail. Delivery is scheduled for early to
mid-2007. Visit
www.BucktownStation.com for details.

Bucktown Station features unique
floor plans. Custom Kitchens feature
granite countertops and stainless steel
appliances. Baths feature separate tub
and shower, marble floors and Kohler or
Grohe plumbing fixtures.

Other features throughout include
standard Cat 5 wiring, home security sys-
tem, oak hardwood flooring, vent-less gas
fireplace, washer/dryer hookups, build-
ing storage, private decks, solid core clos-
et doors, and handicap accessible units.

B Logan-Station. Phase Il of sales has
grand opened at Logan-Station, a 60-unit
condominium development under con-
struction at 2491 N. Milwaukee Avenue

just south of Logan Boulevard and near
the CTA's Blue Line Station at Kedzie and
Milwaukee.

Logan-Station, in a series of trans-
portation-oriented developments by
Paramount Homes, features homes that
aim to improve the lifestyles of the urban
dweller.

When completed, Logan-Station wiill
be composed of 10 new back-to-back
condominium buildings in a series of 6-
flats and 8-flats. Half of the buildings face
Milwaukee Avenue and other half are on
the quiet half-block of Willets Court,
Fogelson said. “About 10,000 square feet
of ground-level commercial space is
planned on Milwaukee Avenue,” he said.

Logan-Station’s 24-unit Phase | is 70-
percent sold, with delivery planned for
fall of 2006 through 2007.

Logan-Station will feature 4-story
“contemporary rowhome-style” brick
buildings with stone detailing, Fogelson
said. “Each 6-flat building will have
slightly different architectural detailing,
and rooflines will vary from gabled to
flat.”

“The residences at Logan-Station are
nearly all duplexes. The broad mix of
units includes 2-bedroom and 3-bedroom
floor plans, all with large room sizes to
make these homes feel extremely spa-
cious,” Fogelson said.

Two-bedroom condominiums  will
range from 1,354 to 1,660 square feet of
space and feature 2 baths. Two-bedroom
residence prices start at $339,900. Three-
bedroom residences start at $459,900 and
will feature 1,569 to 2,676 square feet of
living space plus rooftop decks with a
great city view.

All residences feature outdoor space,
such as a roof-deck, a balcony or a patio
and yard. Each 6-flat building will have 9
parking spaces, totaling 90 parking
spaces in all. Parking is included in the
price during the pre-sale period and extra
parking is available. For details, visit
www.Logan-Station.com.

B Polk Street Station. Also known as
Rowhomes of Printers Row, Polk Street
Station has launched Phase | of sales,
which consist of five contemporary style
rowhomes, each with unique footprint
that takes advantage of a rare 3-sided cor-
ner lot on Polk near Dearborn Station in
Printers Row. Prices start at $1.8 million
and a second phase is proposed across
the street.

architectural praise from the Landmark Committee,
evaluating the development for building in historic
Printers Row. “They referred to the design by architect
Jeff Funke of Funke & Associates as “innovative, “excep-
tional, and “exciting,” Fogelson said.

Polk Street Station will offer discerning homeowners
a luxurious alternative to high-rise living downtown,
Fogelson said. “Instead of shared lobbies and amenities,
each homeowner has a private sanctuary with direct
access and their own green space.”

Fogelson described Polk Street Station as perfect for
“buyers seeking contemporary rowhomes.” Polk Street
Station will feature floor-to-ceiling windows, several
decks and green rooftops.

Paramount Homes is in discussion with the City of
Chicago to ensure good-neighbor measures are under-
taken by the developer, including protecting views and
air space in Printers Row. Paramount Homes will
donate the air rights of the building to preserve the his-
toric district’s open space.

“We used less than half of the permitted building
size, going with rowhomes instead of a high-rise build-
ing, to fit in and avoid the feared Polk Street canyon
effect,” Fogelson said.

“Initial reaction from neighbors was: "We couldn’t
ask for anything better’ This will enhance an already
great neighborhood with cutting-edge, distinctive archi-
tecture that complements historic roots.” Visit
www.RowHomesofPrintersRow.com for details.

B Grand Station. Sales will soon be launched on
this 144-unit mixed-use condominium and retail devel-
opment planned on Grand and Milwaukee near the
CTAs Grand Avenue Blue Line Station at
Grand/Milwaukee in the River West neighborhood.

Grand Station is planned as a 12-story building with
17 units per floor with great views of River North and
downtown. For details, visit
www.GrandStationChicago.com.

Two buildings will comprise Grand Station, the 12-
story residential high-rise that will be constructed on
the west portion of the 1.3-acre site and a single-story
commercial building with 18,000 square feet of retail
space, facing Grand and Milwaukee avenues. “We
already have a national grocer tenant for the ground
floor,” Fogelson said.

Grand Station will include studio, 1- and 2-bedroom
residences. Fifteen percent of the residences will be
sold through the Chicago Department of Housing’s
Chicago Partnership for Affordable Neighborhoods
(CPAN). In this program, developers agree to sell at
least 10 percent of a development’s units in the afford-
able range.

Paramount has work closely with the city to ensure
the success of other aspects of the Grand Station devel-
opment. A vacated portion of the site on North Green
Street between Grand and Ohio will become a drive-
through for Grand Station’s retail space.

“The city vacated and sold that portion of Green
Street years ago for manufacturing purposes, and as a
technical aspect of the development, will release its
deed restriction for that street,” Fogelson said.

Paramount also wants to contribute improvements to
the CTA's Grand Avenue Station on the Blue Line,
including adding a handicap-accessible elevator access.

Plus, in an agreement with the city, Paramount will
donate the site’s border for landscaping, wider side-
walks and bicycle racks. Fogelson said that Paramount
will include 50 bicycle spaces for the public plus more
for condo owners.
